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BEYOND INTEGRATABLE FEATURES: ENGAGEMENT STRATEGIES

1. Literature Collections as a Communal Tool:

Sometimes all it takes is an email to faculty to drive awareness and interest in
Read.

Garner support by finding others that are willing to contribute or provide
insight into opportunities for using Read to access research at your
institution.

The curation process of Collections is much more powerful when others
participate and synergize with the Embeddable Literature Collections.
Contributions can be as simple as faculty members messaging or emailing
you about a particular article, journal, or even topics and keywords.
Communication tools used at your institution, such as Google Docs, Microsoft
Teams, Sharepoint, Slack can be used as well.

When other people’'s recommendations influence the Collections that are
being created or being shared onto the institution’s website, this drives your
contributors to become more engaged.

2. Introducing Read into Curriculum:

Having Read added to the school curriculum guarantees a set minimum
number of new users every semester.

People tend to be more likely to use a new tool when directly introduced by a
peer or mentor.

Curriculum: Information Literacy or a Research class for physicians or
trainees. These classes introduce topics, such as evidence-based practice,
recognizing scholarly articles, organizing and evaluating information, and
more (all components that Read provides).

This can be as simple as getting students to create an account and setting up
their institution on Read.

To take this further, they can be asked to follow a Collection for assigned
Readings or to use the app for a research assignment that requires citations
As faculty and other peers use the app, this reinforces the apps usefulness for
new users.
